Course Description and Methodology: In French I, students will focus on developing communicative competence in the French language as well as understanding of francophone cultures. It assumes that the students have minimal or no prior knowledge of the language and cultures.

The majority of communication during class will be in French. Instruction centers on large quantities of comprehensible input in the target language with structured output activities. It is important that students hear and use French to develop and maintain their communicative skills. Various aids will be used to support students’ understanding and  ability to participate.
Our goal is that by the end of Level I, students will exhibit Novice-High level proficiency in speaking and writing and Intermediate-Low level proficiency in listening, and reading (ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines, 1999). This course is designed to reflect the five strands of the National and Georgia performance standards for foreign languages: Communication, Culture, Connections, Comparisons, and Communities.
