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Individual Task:
You are walking down the hallway at school and you run into a friend at the start of the school year. You ask each other about and discuss your classes this semester. You give opinions about your classes and your teachers.
Details & Expectations: 
Students will be assigned a partner and have a school-focused conversation at the front of the class. You will start and end the conversation with greetings. 
Each student must:

· use peer-appropriate greetings

· ask and answer questions (“et toi?” will not be sufficient.)

· speak only in French

· use gestures and body language when needed to convey meaning

· use paraphrasing to convey and understand meaning

· use at least 1 of the following phrases: bien sûr, d’accord, pas du tout, peut-être, si.
· mention all 4 classes

· express opinions and give reasons for your opinions about at least 2 teachers/classes

· use descriptive adjectives

· Uses nouns and adjectives but without proper agreement.

· Pronunciation is mostly comprehensible despite errors.

· English is used a little.

· 3 or more questions/answers are not logical.

· There are long pauses in the conversation.

· Prompted by partner 2 or more times.

U Does Not Meet Expectations 69
· Includes some of the required elements 

· forgot greetings at start and end of conversation

· no opinions given

· No phrase from list

· Uses few adjectives.

· Pronunciation is mostly incomprehensible.

· English is used extensively.
