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Individual Task:

Details: 
Students will create a wordless PowerPoint or poster board to use as a visual representation of the information being presented. 
Expectations:
Students will describe themselves and their family members using physical and personality adjectives and age, as well as state where they are from.  Students are also required to tell about a francophone country other than France that they would like to visit and why. Keep in mind that these are the expectations. In order to earn an A, you must exceed these expectations.
Step 1:  Create your wordless Power Point by organizing pictures and images in an order that will help you remember what you want to say.  Complete this by Thursday so you can practice in class. Upload Power Point to VHL central website on Thursday (if we are able to have everyone join VHL).
Step 2:  Be sure to include information about yourself and at least 3 other people (age, physical and personality adjectives, where you are from and where you live).
Step 3:  Make sure you use proper noun-adjective agreement, ETRE, AVOIR, and AIMER with correct conjugations, and ‘Il y a.’
